|. Read the information
in Introduction and
Preliminary Planning in
this brochure before
purchasing and cutting
your tube framework. It
is advisable to carefully
plan your work on graph
paper before purchasing
your components.

2. Cut the tube precisely
to your required lengths
with a fine metal saw.To
ensure accurate 90°
cutting with handtools,
use a mitrebox — with
powertools, use the
appropriate sawguides.
Wear eye protection
while using powertools.
Alternatively, your
Handyman stockist can
precut to your needs.

3. Deburr the inside edges
of the cut tube with a fine
flat rasp to ease jointing
assembly. On the jointers,
deburr any unwanted
protrusions incurred in
their moulding process.

4. Make a provisional
assembly by laying out the
components with the
jointers loosely attached.

5. A plastic or rubber
mallet is the only tool
required for assembly.
When you are satisfied
that your layout is correct,
firmly drive the jointers
into the tube framework
with the mallet. Do not
use any other type of
hammer.

6. Cut insert panels to
exactly the same size as
the inside of the tube
frame. Drop the panel into
the frame to be

supported by the flange.
